The murals, painted by a Lyonnais artist, represent the well-known sites of the south of the Beaujolais
region, the region of the yellow stone buildings, and right up to the Maconnais region.

MY BEAUJOLAIS

‘Le Toine" is a winemaker from the Beaujolais region. He is a rather grumpy old man, but his grandson
manages to persuade him to tell the visitors of Hameau Dubceuf about the history of his land. It is the
beginning of an incredible immersive experience and is the newest attraction of Hameau Dubceuf. Sitting in
Le Toine’s wine-cellar, the visitor starts upon a magnificent voyage through time.



MY BEAUJOLAIS

Thanks to its projections and special effects, visitors are taken on a journey through the ages. From the
Roman invasion to the industrial revolution of the 19th Century, lasting 15 minutes, you will become actors
in the beautiful history of the Beaujolais by learning about the often harsh lifestyles of viticulturists as well
as the evolution of the climate and nature of the Beaujolais region.

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Climb aboard the simulation pods and move along to the projections on the two giant screens. Visitors will
be able to discover the beauty of the scenic Beaujolais and Maconnais landscapes.

This 3D film is based on the theme of the celebrations that take place at the end of the wine harvest, with
famous personalities: Bernard Pivot, Christian Marian and famous chef Paul Bocuse.

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Guests will finish their visit at Hameau Dubceuf in the magnificent wine tasting room, accompanied by music
from an organ.
